



McClure students suspended in alleged cyber-bullying of classmate

More than 20 students at McClure Middle School have been suspended for allegedly bullying one of their classmates over the Internet.

A Seattle Public Schools spokeswoman said school administrators learned Tuesday evening that some McClure students were involved in the bullying, and investigated Wednesday.

The students were suspended for two to eight days, depending on their level of involvement, said Patti Spencer, district spokeswoman.

McClure staff members have had discussions with the suspended students and their parents, and Spencer said principal Sarah Pritchett plans to hold assemblies to discuss appropriate and safe Internet use.

The middle school, on Queen Anne Hill, has an anti-bullying program and a zero-tolerance policy for bullying, Spencer said.
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
